MITOLOJININ TURK TASAVVUFUNA ETKILERI

Mitolojinin Turk Tasavvufuna Etkileri adli bu g¢aligma, giris ve dort boliimden
olusmaktadir. Girig boliimiinde “mitoloji” kavraminin detayli agiklamasi yapilmis ve mitoloji
alaninda yapilan ¢alismalarla bu kavram desteklenmeye ¢alisilmistir. Ardindan mitoloji, din ve
tasavvuf iligkisi ¢er¢evesinde ele alinmis ve tasavvufta yer alan 6nemli kavramlar, konunun

teorik kisminin anlasilmasi i¢in 6zetlenmistir.

Birinci kisimda, Antik Yunan, Roma ve Ortadogu sahalarinda ortaya ¢ikan, yaratilis
mitoslar1, torenler ve ritliellerin kdkenleri incelenmis ve bu torenlerin, tasavvufta var olan
torenlerle karsilastirilmast yapilmistir. Ayni zamanda gizem dinlerinde var olan &gretilerin

kokeni, tasavvuftaki 6gretiler baglaminda incelenmistir.

Ikinci béliimde, Hint-Budist mitolojisi baglaminda tasavvufi dgretiler incelenmis ve bu
mitolojilerin tasavvuf iizerinde etkileri, birtakim &gretiler cercevesinde ele alinmustir. Ugiincii
béliimde, Iran mitolojisinde var olan unsurlarim, tasavvuftaki yeri incelenmis ve 6rneklemelere
yer verilmistir. Caligmamizin dordiincii ve son boliimiinde ise tasavvuf ve Samanizm arasindaki
iligki karsilastirmali bir sekilde incelenmis ve belirli c¢alismalarin 15181 altinda bu

karsilagtirmalar 6rneklendirilmistir.
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ABSTRACT

This work, entitled The effects of mythology on Turkish Sufism, consists of an
introduction and four parts. In the introduction section, a detailed description of the concept of
“mythology” was made and this concept was tried to be supported by studies in the field of
mythology. Then, mythology, religion and Sufism were discussed within the framework of the
relationship and the important concepts in Sufism were summarized to understand the

theoretical part of the subject.

In the first part, the origins of creation myths, ceremonies and rituals that appeared in
ancient Greek, Roman and middle eastern areas were examined and compared with the
ceremonies that existed in Sufism. At the same time, the origin of the teachings that exist in the

religions of mystery has been studied in the context of the teachings in Sufism.

In the second chapter, Sufi teachings are examined in the context of Indo-Buddhist
mythology and the effects of these mythologies on Sufism are discussed within the framework
of a number of teachings. In the third chapter, the place of elements existing in Iranian
mythology in Sufism is examined and examples are given. In the fourth and final part of our
study, the relationship between Sufism and Shamanism was examined in a comparative way

and these comparisons were exemplified in the light of certain studies.
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
