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ABSTRACT

DIVORCE DUE TO COMMITTING CRIME OR LIVING A
DISHONOURABLE LIFE

In our study, the divorce case on the ground of delinquency or living a dishonourable
life, regulated in the article 163 of the Turkish Civil Code, was tackled in the light of
discussions on the doctrine and the decisions of the Supreme Court. The first chapter
of the study has been focused on the concepts of family and divorce, and the concept
of divorce has been examined within the framework of its history and fundamental
principles. Thereafter, the concepts of delinquency and having a dishonourable life in
such divorce cases, which is the main subject of our dissertation, were explained in
detail, and in addition to that, both special grounds for the divorce were examined by
comparing them with all grounds for the divorce stated under provisions of Turkish
Civil Code. In the last chapter of the study, the personal and financial consequences of
the divorce case in terms of both children and spouses were examined by addressing

the rules of practice and procedure for divorce cases.
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
