Huntington (1991:13) 'Uciincii Dalga: Ge¢ Yirminci Yiizyinlda Demokratiklesme' adli
eserinde ii¢ demokratiklesme dalgasi sundu: Bati Avrupa ve Kuzey Amerika'da 19. yiizyilin
'yvavas' dalgasi, 1945'te Ikinci Diinya Savasi'ndan sonraki dalga ve 1970'lerin ortalarinda
Giiney Avrupa'da. Demir Perde'nin yikilmasiyla sonug¢lanan 1989 Devrimlerinden sonra
demokratik kazanimlar oldu. Ancak Freedom House raporlarina gore, demokrasi bityiimesi
yalmizca endise verici bir sekilde yavaslamakla kalmadi, ayn1 zamanda o6zellikle Rusya ve
Cin bolgelerinde diisiiste. Bu c¢alisma ilk olarak Rusya ve Cin'in ekonomik ve askeri
yiikselislerini demokrasinin tesvikine kars1 silahlandirdigimi 6ne siiriiyor. Ikinci argiiman,
ileri demokrasilerin, Rusya ve Cin'in somiirmesi i¢in acik yerel demokratik zayifliklar
biraktigidir. Bu calisma, Ukrayna ve Giircistan (Rus bolgesi) ile Hong Kong ve Tayvan'da
(Cin bolgesi) demokrasi tesvikinin siirlandirilmasinda Rusya ve Cin'in stratejilerini
incelemeyi amac¢lamaktadir. Genel amac¢, Rus ve Cin etkisi icin gerekli demokrasi tesvik

modelini anlamaktir.

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ABSTRACT

Huntington (1991:13) in his ‘Third Wave: Democratization in the Late Twentieth
Century’ presented three waves of democratization: the ‘slow’ wave of the 19th century in
Western Europe and Northern America, the wave after WWI1 in 1945, and the mid-1970s
in Southern Europe. There were democratic gains after the Revolutions of 1989 which
culminated in the fall of the Iron Curtain. However, according to Freedom House reports,
democracy growth has not only slowed alarmingly, but is on the decline, particularly in
Russian and China regions. This study first argues that Russia and China weaponize their
economic and military rise against democracy promotion. The second argument is that
advanced democracies leave open domestic democratic weaknesses for Russia and China to
exploit. This study seeks to examine the strategies of Russia and China in limiting democracy
promotion in Ukraine and Georgia (Russian region), and Hong Kong and Taiwan (China
region). The overall aim is to understand the model of democracy promotion necessary for

the Russian and Chinese impact.
