Bereket konusu ilk¢aglardan giiniimiize kadar tiim topluluklar i¢in her
zaman &nemini korumus olan bir konudur. Insanoglu, temel ihtiyaglardan
olan beslenme ihtiyacini karsilamak i¢in 6ngdriilemez olan dogay1 ve tanrilari
etkilemek istemistir. Onlar1 etkileyerek hayvanlarini ¢ogaltacagma ve tarim
mahsullerinin bereketini arttiracagina inanmislardir. Bunun i¢in birtakim

ritiieller diizenlemis ve mitler olusturmuslardir.

Bu arastirmada Mezopotamya uygarliklari, Misir, iran, Hitit, Fenike,
Yunan, Altay Turkleri, Saha Turkleri, Hakas Turkleri ve Anadolu‘daki
bereket mitleri ve ritiielleri ele alinmistir. Ele aliman bu uygarliklarin
mitlerinde ve rittellerinde ortak tema, motif ve sembollerin oldugu tespit

edilmistir.
Bu mit ve ritiiellerin giiniimiizde Anadolu cografyasinda hala varligini
stirdiirdigi  goriilebilir. Bunlarin; halk inanislarinda, masallarda,

festivallerde ve seyirlik koy oyunlarinda ¢ok sayida 6rnegi bulunur.
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ABSTRACT

The subject of abundance has always maintained its significance for
all communities from ancient times to the present day. Humans have sought
to influence the unpredictable natutal crops, which are essential for meeting
their basic needs.

created myths.

The abundance myths and rituals in Mesopotamian civilizations,
Egypt, Iran, Hittites, Phoenicia, Greece, Altai Turks, Saha Turks, Hakas
Turks and Anatolia have been examined in this paper. It has been determined
that these civilizations share common themes, motifs and symbols in their

myths and rituals.
