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ABSTRACT

Mythology is the first knowledge created by humanity and spread
across vast areas of the world. Continuing to develop, change and renew,
it creates narratives that allow it to be affected in societies. Mythology is
one of the elements that reveal the change of woman and affect her
change.

Although there are various expressions from primitive times to
the present, it is obvious that women are deliberately made to have
backward-flowing progress.
