Kiyametin sozlik anlami “dirilip mezarindan kalkma, Allah’in huzurunda
durma”dir. Diinyadaki varliklarin 6liip dirilmesi ve ahiret hayatinin baslama olayinin
manzum ve mensur olarak anlatildigi edebi tiirlere AhAvdl-i Kiydmet, Kiydmet-nime,
Ahval-i Mahser, Dastan-1 Mahser, Mahser-ndme gibi isimler verilmistir. Kiyamet ve
mahser giinlinli anlatan bu eserlerin Kura’an-1 Kerim ile ayet ve hadislere dayandirilmasi

anlatilanlarin inandiricilik vasfini da arttirmistir.

Oguz yazi dilinin baslangici ile beraber ilk oOrneklerini gordiigiimiiz mahser-
namelerin manzum ve mensur olarak yazilmis bir¢ok niishasi bulunmaktadir. Yapilan

arastirmalarda Eski Anadolu Tirkcesi donemine ait ilk mahser-name Cem Dil¢in’nin
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makalesinde Seyyad “Isa adli bir saire ait oldugunu belirttigi 13. ylizyilda yazilmis Ahval-i

Kiyamet adli eserdir.

Calismamiza konu olan Mahser-ndme, Bodleian Kiitiiphanesi, 2130 numarada
kayith bir risaleler mecmuasinin 92b-114b sayfalar1 arasinda yer almaktadir. Eser iizerine
yapmis oldugumuz bu calisma giris, inceleme, metin ve aciklamali dizin béliimlerinden
meydana gelmektedir. Calismada, mahser-name Kkiiltiirlinden ve Tiirk edebiyatindaki
oneminden bahsedilmistir. Daha sonra transkripsiyon alfabesiyle aktarilan eserin Eski
Anadolu Tiirk¢esi ses ve sekil ozellikleri kapsaminda dil incelemesi yapilmistir. Dizin
boliimiinde, niishada yer alan biitiin sozciiklerin anlamlar1 verilmistir. Ayrica ¢alismanin

sonuna eserin tipkibasimi okuyuculara sunulmak {izere eklenmistir.

The dictionary meaning of "Kiyamet" is "rising from the grave, standing in the
presence of Allah." Literary genres that narrate the event of the death and resurrection of
beings on Earth and the commencement of the afterlife in verse and prose are given names
such as Ahvil-i Kiyamet, Kiyamet-name, Ahval-i Mahser, Dastan-1 Mahser, Mahser-name.
The grounding of these works describing the Day of Judgment and the resurrection in the

Quran and verses and hadiths has also increased the credibility of what is narrated.

With the beginning of the Oghuz written language, there are many copies of
apocalypse narratives that we encounter, composed both in verse and prose. In research

conducted, it has been indicated in Cem Dil¢in's article that the first apocalypse narrative



belonging to the Old Anatolian Turkish period is a work titled "Ahval-1 Kiyamet," written

in the 13th century by a poet named Seyyad Isa.

Mahser-name, which is the subject of our study, is registered in a compilation of
epistles with the number 2130 in the Bodleian Library, between pages 92b and 114b. Our
study on the work consists of five parts: introduction, examination, text, annotated index,
and facsimile. In the introduction section, we discussed the culture of Mahser-name and its
significance in Turkish literature. We conducted a linguistic analysis of the work, for
which we provided a transliteration using the transcription alphabet, focusing on the sound
and shape features of Old Anatolian Turkish. In the index section, the meanings of all
words in the copy are given. In the final section, a facsimile containing the original form

of our text has been added to the study for presentation to the readers.
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
