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OZET

Bektasilik, Anadolu ve Balkanlar’da derin kiiltiirel ve tarihsel kokene sahip
olan Islam tasavvufunun 6nemli bir kolu olarak edebiyata cesitli yansimalar
sunmustur. Hact Bektas Veli’nin 13. ylizyilda Anadolu cografyasinda ortaya koydugu
Ogretiler; insan sevgisi, ozgilirliikk, hosgorii ve esitlik gibi evrensel degerleri vurgular.
Bu 6gretiler, 6zellikle halk hikayeleri, deyisler ve siirler araciligiyla halk edebiyatina
derin bir etki birakmistir. Bektasilik, geleneksel halk edebiyatinin yani sira, modern
Tiirk edebiyatinda da 6énemli bir yer tutmustur. Cagdas yazarlar ve sairler, Bektasi
felsefesini ve simgelerini kullanarak, toplumsal adalet, bireysel 6zgiirliik ve mistisizm
gibi temalar1 islemislerdir. Bu yansimalar, Bektasi diisiincesiyle uyumlu olan hosgorti,
baris ve esitlik gibi degerleri modern edebiyatin icine tasirken, ayni zamanda dini ve
toplumsal yapilar1 sorgulayan bir elestiri araci olarak da islev gérmiistiir. Bu baglamda,
Bektasilik modern edebiyatta hem ge¢cmisin bir yansimasi olarak hem de giincel
toplumsal sorunlara yeni perspektifler sunan bir kaynak olarak varligim
siirdiirmektedir. Incelenen eser, Hact Bektas Ilcesi Halk Kiitiiphanesinden Milli
Kiitiiphaneye devredilen Mecmu‘a-i Es‘ar adli yazmadir. Sonu¢ kisminda ise

mecmuanin halk edebiyati alanindaki yeri vurgulanmastir.
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REFLECTIONS OF BEKTASHISM ON LITERATURE AND THE
EXAMINATION OF MECMU‘A-I ES‘AR

ABSTRACT

Bektashism, as an important branch of Islamic Sufism that has a deep cultural
and historical origin in Anatolia and the Balkans, has presented various reflections in
literature. The teachings put forward by Hac1 Bektas Veli in the Anatolian geography
in the 13th century emphasize universal values such as, love for humanity, freedom,
tolerance and equality. These teachings have left a deep impact on folk literature,
especially through folk stories, sayings and poems. Bektashism has an important place
in modern Turkish literature as well as traditional folk literature. Contemporary writers
and poets have dealt with themes such as social justice, individual freedom and
mysticism, using Bektashi philosophy and symbols. While these reflections carried
values such as tolerance, peace and equality, which are compatible with Bektashi
thought, into modern literature, they also functioned as a tool of criticism questioning
religious and social structures. In this context, Bektashism continues to exist in modern
literature both as a reflection of the past and as a source that offers new perspectives
on current social problems. The analyzed work is the manuscript titled Mecmu ‘a-i
Es ‘ar, which was transferred from Haci Bektas District Public Library to the National
Library. in the conclusion part, the place of the mecmua in the field of folk literature

1s emphasized.
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
