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ABSTRACT

This thesis aims to describe relation of literature and cinema in Turkey. The
work uses speech act theory which was first put forward by British philosopher J. L.
Austin and then developed by John Searle and examines Yakup Kadri
Karaosmanoglu’s Sodom ve Gomore, Sabahattin Ali’s Kuyucakli Yusuf, Yusuf
Atilgan’s  Aylak Adam, Orhan Pamuk’s Kirmizi Sa¢li Kadin and Oguz
Atay’s Tehlikeli Oyunlar in terms of speech acts.

Our goal is to show that speech acts are a step to approximate Turkish novel
to a cinematic language. In the practical part of the thesis we will consider John
Searle’s speech act classification and we will visualize sentences and illocutions to
which they are related. Since we examine novels in their relations to cinema both

arts’ historical developments also took part in the thesis.
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
