Amerikan canlandirma filmlerinin olusturucu firmalarindan Disney ve Pixar’in “Engellilik” temali
filmleri, Amerika’daki Engellilik Calismalari’nin (Disability Studies) gelisimi ve canlandirma
filmlerine yansimalar1 galismanin temelini olusturmustur. Amerikan canlandirma sinemasinin
onciisii olan Disney’in, 1941 yilinda ¢evirdigi, uzun kulakli bebek fil Dumbo’nun hikayesinin
anlatildigr “Dumbo” canlandirma filmi ile Disney-Pixar ortakhigiyla 2003 yilinda olusturulan,
kiigiik yiizgeci ile okyanusta bir seriivene katilan palyaco baligi Nemo’nun hikayesinin gosterildigi
“Kayip Balik Nemo” (Finding Nemo) canlandirma filmleri arasinda benzerlik ya da farkliliklar: ele
alinmistir. Calismanin finalinde ise Vladimir Propp’un anlati ¢oziimlemesi yontemiyle Kayip Balik
Nemo filmindeki eylem alan: ile karakterler incelenmis, Propp’un masal anlatilarindaki 31 islev
saptanarak filmin analizi yapilmistir.

THE USE OF DISABLED CHARACTERS IN ANIMATION FILMS: THE ANALYSIS OF

“FINDING NEMO” ACCORDING TO V. PROPP
In this study, the development of animation film as a mass media to ol is examined. Animation film
power houses Disney and Pixar's films based on "disability™ as well as the development of disability
studies in the United States and its reflections on animation film have formulated the basis of this
study. Pioneer animation film producer Disney’s 1941 production of the long-eared baby elephant
“Dumbo’s animation film and the 2003 co-production between Disney and Pixar “Finding Nemo”
—a film about a clown fish out on an adventure across the ocean with his small fins, are compared
and contrasted. At the end of the study, the space of the action and the characters of Finding Nemo
are analyzed in the context of the 31 functions of fairy tale narratives determined by Vladimir Propp.
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
