13. yiizyilda Anadolu’ya Tiirkmen gogleriyle girmeye baslayan tasavvuf dgretisi, Yeseviligin
etkisiyle Bektasiligin inang temellerini olusturmustur. Genis bir cografyaya yayilan Bektasilik,
kendine has kiiltiir unsurlarin: hassasiyetle muhafaza etmesi bakimindan yiizyillardir Tiirk kiltiir,
dil, sanat ve edebiyat i¢in zengin bir kaynak olagelmistir. Az s6z ile mana zenginligi yaratabilen
siir, Bektasiligin kendine has, derin sozciik diinyasiyla samimi bir miinasebet icerisindedir. 19.
yiizyila ait, Edib Harabi Divani’nin karsilastirmali metnini konu aldigimiz ¢alismamiz, kokli
Bektasi kiiltiiriiniin zengin 6rneklerinden biridir.

1853 yilinda dogan Harabi, Istanbul’da yasams; 1917 yilinda vefat etmistir. 570 sayfadan olusan
divaninda hece ve aruz vezinlerini basariyla kullanan bir sairdir. Edib Harabi divani
karsilastirmali metin inceledigimiz ¢alismamizda, ulasilabilen tam/kismi 5 niisha
karsilastirilmistir. Miiellif hatt: olan niisha, Siileymaniye Kiitiiphanesi Ihsan Mahvi Koleksiyonu
niishasidir. ikinci niisha, Corum Hasanpasa Halk Kiitiiphanesi; iiciincii ve dérdiincii niishalar
Istanbul Biiyiiksehir Belediyesi Atatiirk Kitaplig: ve son niisha ise Millet Kiitiiphanesi Ali Emiri
Koleksiyonu’nda bulunmaktadir.

Bu ¢alisma giris ve ti¢ boliimden olusmaktadir. Bektasilik ile ilgili genel bilgilerin verildigi
Girig’ten sonra 1. Bolim’de Edib Harabi’ye dair biyografik bilgiler yer almaktadir. 2. Béliim’de
divan niisha ve nesirleri tanitilarak, Harabi’nin dil ve tslap 6zellikleri iizerine odaklanilmas,
siirlerle ilgili fihrist ve nazim sekillerine ait tablolar verilmistir. Uciincii ve son béliimde ise
transkripsiyon alfabesiyle eserin karsilastirmali metni yer almaktadir.

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ABSTRACT

DIWAN OF EDiB HARAB{ (COMPARATIVE TEXT)

The Sufi teachings which started to come into Anatolia in 13th century with the Turkmen
immigration constituted the foundation of beliefs of Bektashi with the influence of Yesevism.
Bektasilik, which has spread to a wide geography, has been a rich source for Turkish culture,
language, art and literature for centuries in terms of reserving its unique cultural elements
sensitively. Poetry, which can create rich meanings with few words, is in intimate relation with
Bektashism's unique and deep word world. We do not study the comparative text of the 19th
Century, the Divan of Edib Harabi, but one of the rich examples of deep-rooted Bektashi cult.
Harabi, who was born in 1853, lived in Istanbul; He passed away in 1917. He is a poet who has
successfully used syllable and aruz meter on the divan of 570 pages. In our work which we have
studied the comparative text of Edib Harabi divan, 5 copies of the full / partial which can be
reached are compared. The copy that we think is author line is the copy of Siileymaniye Library
Ihsan Mahvi Collection. The second copy is Corum Hasanpasa Public Library; The third and
fourth copies are Istanbul Metropolitan Municipality Atatiirk Library and the last copy is in the
Library of Ali Emiri Collection.

This study is composed of three parts. After Introduction, which gives general information about
Bektashism, Chapter 1 contains biographical information about Edib Harabi. In the second
chapter, divan copies and nevirs are introduced and taboos about poems and verse forms are
given, focusing on the linguistic and stylistic features of Harabi. In the third and last section, the
transcript alphabet and the comparative text of the work are included.
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
