5237 sayili TCK’daki miihiirde sahtecilik sugu tek madde olarak TCK 202’nci maddesinde
diizenlenirken,765 sayili TCK’daki miihiirde sahtecilik sugu iki maddede, 332’nci maddesinde
Devlete Ait Miihiirler ve Damgalarla Sair Alametlerin Taklidi sugu ve 333’iincii maddesinde
Resmi Miihiir veya Aletleri Taklit veya Kullanma sugu olarak diizenlenmistir.

Bu ¢alismada, 5237 sayili TCK'nin 202’nci maddesinde diizenlenen Miihiirde Sahtecilik Sugu ile
765 sayil1 TCK'nin 332°nci maddesinde diizenlenen Devlete Ait Miihiirler ve Damgalarla Sair
Alametlerin Taklidi Sugu ile yine ayn1 kanunun 333’ilincii maddesinde diizenlenen Resmi Miihiir
veya Aletleri Taklit veya Kullanma Sugu inceleme konusu yapilmistir. Ayrica bu suglar sahtecilik
suclar1 arasinda yer aldigindan, sahtecilik su¢larinin genel 6zellikleri ve bu suglarin sahtecilik
suclari ile karsilastirilmasi ve tarihsel gelisimi inceleme konusu yapilmistir.

Calisma ile uygulamasi ¢ok bulunmayan bu suglarla ilgili olarak doktrinde yer alan goriisler ve
uygulamadan &rneklere yer verilmistir. Inceleme konusu yapilan sug tipi ile ilgili olarak sug
tipinin se¢imlik hareketleri ile kastedilmek istenenin ne oldugu ve hangi kurumlar tarafindan
kullanilan miihiirlerin k&tiiye kullanilmasi halinde bu sugun olusabilecegi vurgulanmak
istenmistir.
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ABSTRACT

THE CRIME OF SEAL FORGERY

Seal is used by State or government authorities or public establishments and institutions, and by
professional organisations with public institution status in order to demonstrate or certify that a
decision or legal transaction is carried out by these authorities or to verify some transaction or
documents, to prove that those documents they have certain contents and characteristics and
issued in pursuance of a certain form. While the crime of seal forgery in TCK 5237 is provided in
Acrticle 202 of TCK as single article, (Turkish Penal Code), crime of seal forgery in TCK 765 is
provided in two articles; In Article 332 as The Crime of Imitation in Government Seals an Stamps
and Other Signs, and in Article 333 as The Crime of Imitation or Usage of Government Seals and
Instrument.

In this study, we focused on the Crime of Forgery in Seal which is provided in Article 202 of
TCK 5237, and The Crime of Imitation in Government Seals an Stamps and Other Signs which is
provided in Article 332 of TCK 765 as well as the Crime of Imitation or Usage of Government
Seals and Instrument which is provided in Article 333 of the same code. In addition, as these
crimes are among the crimes of counterfeit, general features of counterfeit crimes and comparison
of those crimes with counterfeit crimes and their historical developments are discussed in
thestudy.

The ideas found in the doctrine and examples from the application concerning these crimes, which
have been exercised rarely, are discussed in this study. With respect to the crime type which is the
subject of the study, it is intended to lay emphasis on what is implied for the optional acts of this
crime type, and to clarify that in which misuse cases of the seals, utilised by which institutions,
this crime can beconstituted.
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
